• Submit a complete application by the stated deadline. 

Other considerations: 

▪ Financial need is a consideration if two or more acceptable applicants apply and are being 
considered. 

▪ Priority will be given to applications from those who are seeking lifetime ministry service. 
▪ If anyone does not meet minimum requirements the scholarship will not be awarded that 

year but held for future scholarships.
